The village where I live, Schreckendorf, is a small one with 150 inhabitants. Many of 
my friends also live there. I think Schreckendorf is a nice place, because if we need 
something like milk or bread, we have to drive one kilometer only, then we are in the 
centre of St. Kanzian, our main city in our community. In St. Kanzian we have all we 
need to live, because of a good infrastructure. 
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My rural living space is a nice place to grow up happily. I feel confortable about my 
village, my community and our region. I like living there, because we have lovely 
views of our mountains, very nice lakes where you can swim and we have a big river, 
the Drau, too.My living space makes me feel confortable, so I want to become old 
there.In the last few years the children in my village grew up. Ten years ago, there 
were 100 kids who went to school by bus. Nowadays there we have not any school 
busses because there are no kids for primary school any longer. 
 
I think, politicians should support young people, if they want to have kids. It must be 
more lucrative and attractive to have kids than to go to work. Then, I think, the falling 
birth- rate will be stopped. 
 
 

1.2 My living space: Nicole Slanitsch  
 
I live in a little town called Edling. I do not really like to live there because there is not 
anything I can do. In Edling there is a Primary School next to my house. That was 
fine when I frequented this school but now I have to go to the Commercial College in 
Völkermarkt by bus everyday – and there is only one bus a day to Völkermarkt. In a 
few years I do not want to live here anymore. 
 
In Edling there is also a church but I am not very religious. Next to the church there is 
a pub but hardly anybody goes there. It is very old and young people do not like it. 

About 20 years ago a lot of young people went to this pub every weekend. We do not 
have any shops in Edling - so, whatever I need I have to go about 2 km by car to the 
next small supermarket in Mittlern. There is also a small bank with only one bank 
clerk. 
 
All in all in future I do not want to stay here. For older people who have not got a car 
there are not any possibilities to reach a shop. 
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1.3 My living space: Joel Till  
 
When I was 8 years old, I left my old home in the Netherlands to live in Austria. My 
mother’s decision was a really good one. For almost 10 years now I have lived in 
Austria, in Bad Eisenkappel - it is a pretty rural space. 
 
 For me the word "rural" means  that a living space has not such a high population 
as bigger cities. But for me there is a difference between very rural and not so rural. I 
would call a little sleepy village with just less than 100 people who live there very 
rural. Not so rural would be a small town like Völkermarkt with more than 5,000 
inhabitants. In such a town you also may get almost all things you need for living.  
 
Bad Eisenkappel is not an extremely rural place, but it also is not a bigger village. 
There are nearly 2,000 inhabitants. In Bad Eisenkappel there are: an open air pool, 
an indoor tennis court, many different stores, a lot of taverns and hotels, a huge offer 
for touristic activities and even a climbing area. But it could be better - and it was - in 
the past. Bad Eisenkappel had a cinema, a railway station, a paper factory and a 
population of over 4,000. Time has changed, so Bad Eisenkappel is one of the 
communities with the most rural depopulation of Carinthia. To improve the situation, 
the village has to expand its offer, to make this space more pleasant and attractive 
for new inhabitants. Maybe one way could be a connection back to the railway 
system, an increase of job offers, more favorable prices for renting homes and a 
bigger offer for leisure activities.  
 
 
This is the centre of Bad Eisenkappel. On the right side you can see a few taverns, 
where you can eat or have a drink. My favorite Pub is on the right end of this street. 
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This is "Gasthaus Moritz M1" (we call it "mo"), my favorite Pub in Bad Eisenkappel, where I  
meet my best friends to have a drink together nearly each weekend.
